= Skills Training Workshops: Depolarizing Within / Skills for Bridging the Divide / Families &
Politics / Conversations about Race & Public Policy — listening and communication skills for
respectful conversations, clarify differences, find common ground.

= Discussion Workshops: Red / Blue; Common Ground; Town Hall meeting - small groups
come together for structured, guided conversation.

= Braver Angels Debates: people with differing perspectives listen carefully to each other with
the goal to develop a braver understanding.

= 1:1 Conversations Across Our Differences: people connect personally as citizens who are
concerned for our country. Involves two structured 1-hour conversations between two people
using online Guides: Red - Blue; Rural - Urban; Conversations Across Generations;
Conversations about Race, Ethnicity & Culture.

= Alliances Groups: Braver Angels members continue to grow & build trusting relationships by
working together in their local communities and take action based on common ground

= National Online Events: bring people together from all 50 States for engagement.
